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3 Record which metal and which acid you use, and what happens when the lighted splint is applied to the gas produced. What is the name of this gas?



4 Which other metals and acids produce the same gas? Write a list of those tested by other groups.

5 Your teacher may show you more examples of metals reacting with acids. Add these to your table. Do most metals react with acids in the same way? Explain your answer by referring to your table of results.
